Light. Installer: These instructions must be delivered to the end user.

NOTE: The black die cast Aluminum housing gets hot to the touch after operating for a few hours.

Incorrect installation or use of this product according to the manufacturer’s recommendations may 
result in property damage, serious bodily/personal injury, or death to you and those around you.

• Proper installation combined with operator training in the installation, use, care and maintenance of the Arrow

Wiring Instructions:
Black Wire: Ground
Red Wire: Connect to fused power.

Installation:
1. Select a mounting location for the unit
on the front or back of the forklift.
2. Attach mounting bracket to bottom bolt
of the unit and tighten.
3. Attach bracket and unit to the location
using the double sided tap and straps
provided with the unit.
4. Adjust the beams location once
mounted to the forklift.
